As soldiers
are wheeled to physical therapy or the endless tests, there is a rush of color from hand-
stitched covers as they roll by. Many of the 600 wounded who come in daily for
outpatient treatment have quilts folded under their legs or tucked around their bodies.
Soldiers clutching the quilts have turned up at inaugural balls and Army-Navy football
games.”

Susan Melton brought to our attention the January 31, 2007 edition of Washington Post
that carried an article (referenced above) about programs organized to make, collect and
distribute quilts to the military and their families. Quilts of Valor
www.quiltsforsoldiers.com was started by a Delaware quilter and information about
sizes, labels, where to send quilts, etc. is on this web site. Long-arm quilters volunteering
their time to quilt your tops are on the web-site. The four year old program counts more
than 7900 quilts made by volunteers and given to those wounded in the Irag and
Afghanistan War. Distribution is made through Walter Reed Hospital and 70 other US
military medical centers. Kathy Pitts, one of our TQG members, has generously offered
to quilt some of the quilt tops that may be donated by TQG members to this organization
at no charge! Please contact Kathy for further detailsif you wish to participate

Operation Kid Comfort (http://www.asymca.org/c4-2.html.) collects photographs from

military families; volunteers transfer these onto quilts for children younger than 5 years

old. Older children receive quilted pillows. Home of the Brave Quilts:

(www.homeofthebravequilts.com.) donates quilts to families of those who have died.

Quilts are copies of those made in the Civil War. Marine Comfort Quilts:
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(www.marinecomfortquilts.us) was started by two Marine mothers in 2003, the group
makes quilts for military families of those who have died (regardless of service branch).
This group collects squares stitched with messages for the families and has completed
more than 2500 quilts
