CONVERSATIONS with Margaret Cox
LL: Margaret – you are a loyal and faithful member of TQG and we know that you have
been active in supporting its activities such as the Quilt Gala, etc. How long have you
been a member of TQG and why did you decide to join?

Margaret: I joined TQG in 1995 as a charter member although the first meeting
was held in March 1996 due to bad weather. I decided to join for a number of
reasons. First, I love handwork. I love knitting, crewel work and making
accessories for my home. I had only made a full-size quilt, cross stitch from a kit. I
was interested in quilting and liked the idea of education involved with the Tavern
and I was interested in meeting and making new friends in the Northern Neck.

I have taken one
class with Jeanne Rose which was helpful.

LL: Can you tell us about your family and whether any of your family members share
your love of quilts?

Margaret: I have one daughter and one son. My daughter, Dottee is married and
has a son who is a freshman at VCU in Richmond. My son and his wife have two
sons. Each is married and has two children; the oldest lives in Sewickley,
Pennsylvania and expecting their child in April.
None of my immediate family members are quilters, but I have a niece in South
Boston who is a quilter.
LL: How long have you lived in the Northern Neck, and where did you live before
coming here.
Margaret: My husband was an Episcopal clergyman and we came to Heathsville
in 1967. We were the first family to live in St. Stephen’s Rectory and he was the
first full-time minister to serve St. Stephen’s. My husband, Hume, retired in
September 1972 after developing cancer. He lived until 1990. We bought our home
at 250 Courthouse Road, Heathsville in 1972 and I lived there until July 2006. At
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that time I moved to Wheatland Acres, Lottsburg to live with my son, Herb and his
wife, Evie and her mother, Evelyn King.
We moved here from Emporia where we lived for 8 years. I have been a teacher
and managed a knit shop.
LL: Is there something that you would like to add?

Margaret: I am proud of all that the TQG has accomplished. I am not a leader,
but I am happy to help out in any way that I can. I love the “show and tell”. I enjoy
admiring all the accomplishments that are displayed. I want to share the following:

APRIL PROGRAM
***JINNY BEYER: COLOR CONFIDENCE***

Courthouse Steps - Susan Melton has submitted BOM for May:

Unfinished block 10 ½" X 10 ½" Due for the May 2007 meeting.
Use vibrant, bold, and wild fabrics in both colors and prints. Nothing subdued and
nothing matching or coordinated. Mix animal prints and plaids. Do the outrageous. Each
block should really POP. Bring in lots and lots of scraps of fabrics used in your block
that measure a minimum of 6" X 2" to be used to make matching scrappy sashing.
Susan suggests that members exchange fabrics to get a really good mix and contrast in
the blocks.
Cut and sew in the following order:
First / Center Block: Black Fabric (w or w/o print)
cut 3 ½" X 3 ½" square
Second Fabric: Minimum of 1 ½" wide by 18" long
cut (2) 3 ½" X 1 ½" sew to opposite sides of black square
cut (2) 5 ½" X 1 ½" sew to opposite sides
