CONVERSATIONS with Jeanne Rose
TQG has only one honorary award that it grants members – The Jeanne Rose
Appreciation Award named in honor of its first recipient–Jeanne
Rose. This award was presented to her in August 2002 with the following comments by
then-president, Sue Dollins.
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“Every so often a person is in our lives that needs to know she is loved and appreciated.
We have such a person as one of our members. She has never refused a task that has
been asked of her. She always helps with our individual projects when we ask. She has,
most of all, taken on a major task that she was not elected to and has done it with
enthusiasm and grace. I for one would be lost without her help and feel sure that this
whole room full of ladies will agree that she needs special recognition.”

The award was bestowed in 2002; Jeanne continues to provide outstanding support for
TQG. This month, Jeanne has agreed to respond to questions about her interest in
quilting.

LL: Entering Briar Patch has been described as walking into a cozy and welcoming
home where help and advice are freely shared and the newest fabrics and notions are
available. How or why did you decide to open a quilt shop in the Northern Neck?

It was during my 40th birthday celebration while working for a local attorney with a very
stressful job when I decided that I didn’t want to maintain that stress level for the rest of
my working years and needed to make a change. The only source for fabrics on the
Northern Neck at the time was Ben Franklin. The idea of opening a quilt shop was not a
serious thought at first, but since quilting had become my passion, the dream of a quilt
shop soon became an obsession.

Several weeks after I had left my job with the attorney and was working on the building
which would house the quilt shop, I received a phone call from a lady who had heard I
was opening a quilt shop. The call came on an evening when I was exhausted from a
long day of physical work, still weeks away from getting a paycheck, and I was having
second thoughts about what I was doing. The lady was very enthusiastic and supportive
and thrilled about how the opening of my shop was going to coincide with the beginning
of a new quilt guild in Heathsville. We talked for an hour and a half. That call was a
shot in the arm for me - it renewed my desire and determination and from that time on
I’ve never looked back. The lady’s name was Anna Holland.

LL: Over the years, you undoubtedly have seen changes in popularity or choices of
fabrics. Can you describe these changes?

When I started buying fabric for the shop back in 1995 there were mostly small prints and
solids on the market. Today there are large prints, small prints, tone-on-tones, batiks,
reproduction fabrics, bold, subdued, you name it. There are loads of fabric companies,
each with many designers, creating tons of choices. No quilt shop could ever have all the
fabric available today.
LL: How did you learn to quilt and who influenced you.

My maternal grandmother, Maggie Broaddus of Irvington, showed me how to make a
quilt using her scrap basket. Instead of batting she used an old blanket, or mattress pad or
a worn out quilt. The backing was normally an old sheet.

Several years after her death I saw an ad in the local paper offering a quilting class. It
was in that class that I learned that you could purchase fabrics that would coordinate and
that there were a “gazillion” patterns from which to choose! I also learned about batting
and that I could use a fabric on the back that was pretty! That’s when the obsession
began...
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LL: Is there a particular project that you have completed that you found especially
challenging – or of which you were especially proud?

The quilt that means the most to me is my round robin quilt, “Indian Summer”, which
was on display at last fall’s Gala. The quilt is the result of a project that my bee did
together several years ago, a project that was very challenging and very rewarding.

LL: We know that you are a proud grandmother. Can you tell us about your family -
and update us on your grandchildren?

My daughter, Lisa, and her husband live about a mile from me so I get to see their kids,
Lane (9) and Olivia (3) almost daily, and never forget how lucky I am to have them so
close and be so involved in their lives. My son, Shawn, and his wife live near Burgess.
They will celebrate their 1st anniversary in June. They don’t have any children yet, but
I’m sure there will be within the next few years!

LL: Anything else that you might want to add?

I am a charter member of TQG and could count on one hand the number of meetings I’ve
missed over the last 11+ years. I’ve watched the growth and changes within the guild,
and, as with any organization, its highs and lows. I’ve always been proud of how our
guild can “weather” the lows, learn from them, and move on. Many great friendships
have been borne through this guild, and I strongly believe that there is no better friend
than a quilting friend.
