CONVERSATIONS

Jeanne Rose announced the death of Rita Gilpin, the first Treasurer and one of the

founding members of TQG. Although Rita had relocated to Poughkeepsie NY, she kept

in contact with members and sent messages indicating she enjoyed keeping up-to-date

with the happenings of TQG through Loons Lines. A proposal was adopted by TQG

members in September, 2002 recognizing Rita, Anna Holland, and Linda Stemple as
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founders of TQG and providing for them to be declared Honorary Members upon their
departure from the Guild.

The best way to understand what Rita meant to TQG can best be expressed by the
following memories of her from members:

From Linda Stemple: “Rita. Funny, prayerful, always ready to help, an avid reader,
forever a mother, and a dear friend. Many of you may not know how we acquired the
name “Loons Lines’. Rita's husband, Jim, called us the Saloon Loons instead of the
Tavern Quilters because we had so much fun and we were crazy about quilting.”

From Cooky Booth: “Linda Stemple knew Rita better than anyone else as it was Anna
Holland, Linda & Ritawho started the TQG. Linda & Rita also went to the same church
and that’s how they hooked up with quilting. Mary Kier also knew Rita very well and it
was Rita who was very instrumental in getting the new Library in Heathsville and the
Kiers served on BOD during al the fund raising, construction, and move from the small
gpace in school board building in Lottsburg to the new building in Heathsville... |
remember first noticing Rita for her ‘Wenches Wares. She gave a report at every
meeting on some new technique, inexpensive gadget, or household item that could serve
a cross purpose to make some quilting process easier. Like using rubber gloves when
machine quilting or putting a board or book under the rear of a portable sewing machine
to tilt the machine forward so you can see where the needle is sewing easier.

Even though she was very ill last year as was her husband and with raising monies for her
granddaughter’ s operation, she made a square for the commemorative quilt.”

From Jeanne Rose: “Rita was a specia lady. She would have given you the shirt off
her back if you needed it. Y ou aways knew how she felt about something — if she liked
it, shetold you; if she didn’t likeit, she told you!

Her faith in God was enormous. Her illness and approaching death gave her amazing
insight and she wrote many words of comfort to me when my father was dying. Though
she lamented over the suffering she saw in her girls' faces as they prepared to lose her,
she was content about that ‘ perfect place’ where she was headed.”

From Rosemary Freedman: “We gratefully acknowledge the many contributions Rita
made to the guild as a founding member.”

From Marilyn Nolte: “I first met Rita when we were forming King Carter Quilters. She
was a hovice quilter, so | taught her how to quilt. She loved piecing, but hated appliqué.
With much encouragement and help, she learned the art beautifully. She ran with her
new skill at full speed ahead. We considered Rita our over-achiever. Every week she
seemed to have made a new something to show us. After sitting next to Rita at the
quilting frame for over 10 years, you get to know the real Rita. She had a heart of gold
and gave freely of it.

Sue Burton will present the BOM for July at 9:30 AM — (before the June 5™ meeting).
Mary Sawyer has submitted the Dresden Plate as BOM for June

The BOM for June is asimple Dresden plate. Each plate should be “scrappy”, but in one
color range, such as: al reds, all greens etc. Background is white-on-white 12 inch
square. Do not trim. The templates do not include seam alowance. Can be hand or
machine pieced whichever you prefer.

Cut 8 A's and one B for each plate (remember you need seam allowances) Sew 2 A's
together 4 times, and then sew 2 AA's together twice and AAAA to AAAA. Fold your
background square together in quarters, and press. Position the A unit on the
background, matching seam lines to the pressed lines. Appliqué in place using your
favorite method. Appligué B to the center of the block. Fancy hand or machine stitching
over the seams and edges would be nice. But not required. Templates were available at
May meeting or contact Mary Sawyer.
