Auction Quilts for 2008 Gala: Marion (Cooky) Booth is seeking TQG members to
work with her and make blocks for quilts to be sold at the 2008 Gala. Proceeds from one
of these quilts will benefit the RHHT Foundation while proceeds from a second quilt
would benefit the Northumberland YMCA. Cooky will be responsible for the quilting.
The blocks will be due at the March 2008 TQG Meeting. Please contact her for further
information.

Finished Size blocks - 9 inches finished - 9 ¥4 inch blocks unfinished

Pattern - ‘quilter’s choice’ within themes detailed below. No Raw Edge appliqué unless
intricate part of design- secure edges only. Either turn under or use decorative stitches.

These quilts will be machine quilted —no buttons or beads — but you can apply detail
after quilting is finished. The blocks can be embellished with embroidery, pigma pens,
fabric paint, yo-yos, or dimensional techniques.

First quilt: (to benefit RHHT Foundation) ‘Virginia Flowers The pattern can be any
recognizable flower- can also be wildflower or tree flower: e.g. dogwood or apple
blossom. Use bright colors for flowers; pastels, creams or whites for background.

Some blocks may be set on point- ‘trellis’ style.

Second Quilt: ‘Marine-Aquatics' - aworking title until one more catchy. Net proceeds
to benefit pool construction at new YMCA in Northumberland. Sail boats, kayaks,
anchors, sea gull, skis, swimmers, mariners compass, fish, crab, shell, snails trail pieced
blocks for ‘waves', lighthouse, etc. Colored backgrounds are great. If you use white, use
white; white- on white; or print on white - no creams or beiges!

Note: If we have sufficient number of blocks to make a double to queen size quilt, a
second quilt will be started and auctioned. Those net proceeds will be donated to the
YMCA Lancaster for their Guardian program.

If quilts do not meet size requirement for auction, they will sold in TQG boutique,
proceeds to respective non-profit organization. If not sold in boutique ‘Virginia Flowers
will be given to Tavern Store- and the marine quilt givento YMCA.
